 This Addendum Number 01 is issued by e-mail on January 11, 2013.  Except as modified 
hereby, the Request for Proposals (“RFP”) remains unmodified. 
 
Item #1 
 
Sign-In Sheet:  The sign-in sheet from the preproposal conference is attached.   
 
Item #2 
 
RFP Clarification: Section B.1.3 of the RFP is revised to read: 
 
B.1.3 Green Sustainability Requirements 
 
B.1.3.1 Required Measurables/Data. The Design-Builder will be required to document these 
elements of the Project on the design documents, where the elements are incorporated: 
 

• Rates of existing storm water run-off compared to new rate of storm water management 
(Section 3 of the "Existing Buildings & Small Projects Guide” issued by the former 
DRES in June 2011 should be used as a guide and will be provided to the selected 
Design-Builders.) Qualifiers should be both quality (total suspended solids) and quantity 
(volume). 

• Number of new trees planted. 
• Square footage/acreage of new community garden space (planting area only).  
• Square footage of new storm water retention areas such as rain gardens, bio swales, etc. 

and volume of run-off retention capacity. 
• Square footage of green roof on pavilions, etc.  

B.1.3.2 Preferable Design Elements. If applicable, the following design elements should be 
incorporated: 

• LED lighting possibly powered by solar. 
• Motion activated lighting. 
• Spray park jets motion sensitive or with flow control valves. 
• Spray park on recirculating systems (rather than a flow to drain system). 
• Green roofs on shade shelters, where possible. 
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• Rainwater collection for garden watering to nearby facilities. 
• Native landscape plantings (where once established, native plants will not need 

fertilizers, herbicides, pesticides or watering). 
• Recycled/recyclable materials where possible (signage, message boards, etc.). 
• Solar powered products, with panels on shade structures to offset grid power needs. 
• Keep trees and topsoil as undisturbed as possible. 
• Efficient irrigation practices (drip irrigation tied to the DPR Central Irrigation System). 
• Low VOC paint and other materials. 

B.1.3.23 Citywide Goals. The Department has the following goals for each of these project sites: 
 

• Stormwater: In coordination with the District’s MS4 Permit, adopt the design, 
construction and recommended maintenance of stormwater controls to achieve on-site 
retention of 1.2” of stormwater from a 24-hour storm with a 72-hour antecedent dry 
period through evapotranspiration, infiltration and/or stormwater harvesting and use. 

• Tree Canopy: Prioritize the inclusion of Native and Adaptive Trees that will assist in 
meeting the District’s 40% Tree Canopy Goal by 2035. 

 
Item #3 
 
Scope Clarifications: The following scope clarifications are included: 
 
Play Equipment: The allowances specified in the RFP only cover the cost of the play 
equipment. Installation costs and the play surfacing will be outside of these allowances and 
should be included separately in your GMPs. 
 
Site Amenities Standards: Revised site amenity standards are attached and supersede the 
previously issued RFP Attachment G. 
 
Randall: 
 

1. No climbing wall in adult fitness area—it has 6 pieces of exercise equipment 
2. Some trees are removed  for playground and plaza design (approx. 5) 
3. Turf areas noted on plan are synthetic turf 
4. Brick CMU wall to east of playground along roadway to remain  
5. Playground needs to be fenced 
6. Removals in plaza area are primarily asphalt, not concrete 
7. There is no pavilion 
8. Site amenities also includes seat walls on the radius as shown on plan 
9. Ground cover in light green areas (under trees) 
10. Installation of concrete pavers at a minimum in the plaza area 
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Takoma 
 

1. In the proposed Scope of Work, add to Site Amenities – “9. Adult Fitness Equipment: 
Install three (3) workout stations.” 

2. In the proposed Scope of Work, add to Site Work – “5. Bathroom Facilities: Renovate 
(i.e. make operational) and make ADA compliant bathroom facilities in the Field House.” 

 
Item #4 
 
Site Visits: No formal site visits will be held. Each site is open daily, generally during daylight 
hours, and you are free to visit to assess existing conditions. 
 
Item #5 
 
Requests for Information: Below are RFIs received and the Department’s response. 
 

1. Spreadsheet backup sheets that are contained in the RFP: each sheet for the individual 
site contains line items for Play Equipment Allowance and Total Construction Costs. 
Should these be considered two separate line items for each site? I also noticed that the 
Macomb Recreation Center shows a GMP of $200,000. Is this correct? Response: The 
PDF version of the spreadsheet was generated with only the allowance for play 
equipment input. When bidders download the active excel version of this 
spreadsheet (https://leftwichlaw.box.com/shared/static/xbz7ax0wd7m5c2rq6z6w.xls), 
and input amounts for each line item specified, the Total Construction Costs and 
GMP line items will automatically update to reflect the total costs of the project bid 
by the Offeror. Please note that the Department may issue a revised GMP Breakout 
form by subsequent addendum. 

2. Can all sites be incorporated into one binder when submitted or are separate binders 
required for each site? Response: Offerors may submit one technical proposal for all 
sites bid; however, if the technical response for any evaluation factor would differ 
from site to site (e.g., preliminary schedule), Offerors should include a separate 
response for that factor per site and clearly designate which site response applies to, 
using labels, tabs, etc. Offerors should also include separate pricing information for 
each site bid. 

 
Item #6 
 
The bid date remains unchanged. Proposals are due by January 24, 2013 at 2:00 pm EST.
